First day

Find 
Alma’s statue in front of the railway station and take a

Enter the Tourist Information Centre and get 
to know Alma interactively, let us visit the 

atrium of the Celje Youth Centre, a place of free 
ideas and socialising, where Alma’s illustrated 

stories are on display on large-format. 

Stay in the city of her birth 
Choose a hotel room with a view of Alma’s statue 
and Krek Square, from where she set off on her 

round-the-world journey in 1919. Perhaps you can 
even stay at the Alma apartment that is located 
in the very centre of the city, yet in a peaceful 
and green surroundings along the Savinja River.

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Second day  
Let us visit Alma at the Celje Regional 

Museum and her house in Pečovnik 
In the morning, we can visit the museum and look at 
the exhibition with a treasure trove of objects from 
the journey of one of the greatest female travellers 

of all time. We can then take a short hike up 183 steps 
to the country house on the edge of city in Pečovnik, 
where she spent the last years of her life. You will 

enjoy this visit where you will be able to listen to the 
great expert on Alma’s life and work. 

Take a train to Laško  
Let us try Alma’s goulash at her favourite spot near 
the Laško railway station – the Hotel Špica, formerly 

known as Henke. 

Let us explore the square or the town 
The afternoon will be spent in discovering Alma’s 

favourite spots in Laško. We will find the best spots 
for ourselves and for our children. Later we will take 

relaxing strolls through the parks or take a dip in the 
swimming pools in Laško.
